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National Jute Board (NJB) as an apex body of the Ministry of Textiles, Govt. of India is
responsible for promotion of jute and jute products in India and abroad. It is established under
National Jute Board Act, 2008 by merging two organisations namely Jute Manufactures
Development Council (JMDC), a statutory body under Ministry of Textiles, Govt. of India and
National Centre for Jute Diversification (NCJD), an autonomous registered society, which
came into effect from 1*April 2010.

The enactment aims at development of the cultivation, manufacture and marketing of
jute and jute products and for matters connected therewith and incidental thereto. The Head
office of National Jute Board is at Kolkata and it has 3 branch offices at Delhi, Hyderabad and
Chennai.

NJB is mandated to undertake the following functions:

I. Evolve integrated approach to jute cultivation aimed at increasing the yield of jute and
improving the quality thereon and promote production of better quality raw jute and jute
products;

ii. Promote or undertake arrangements for better marketing and stabilisation of the prices
of raw jute and Jute products and their standardization.

iii. Suggest norms of efficiency for jute industry with a view to eliminating waste, obtaining
optimum production, improving quality and reducing costs;

iv. Assist and encourage studies and research for improvement of processing, quality,
techniques of grading and packaging; of raw jute and jute products;

v. Promote or undertake surveys or studies aimed at collection, compilation and
formulation of statistics regarding raw jute and jute products and their dissemination;

vi. Promote the development of production of jute manufactures by increasing the
efficiency and productivity and modernization of the jute industry;

vii. Maintain and improve existing markets and to develop new markets within the country
and outside for jute manufactures and to devise marketing strategies in consonance
with the demand for such manufactures in the domestic and international markets;

viii. Provide and create necessary infrastructural facilities and conditions conducive to the
development of diversified jute products by way of assisting the entrepreneurs,
artisans, craftsman, designers, manufacturers, exporters, non-governmental
agencies for the purpose of promotion and development of jute and jute products;

ix. Incorporate measure for sustainable Human Resource Development of the jute sector
and to provide necessary funds for the same;

x. Take steps to protect the interests of jute growers and workers and to promote their
welfare by improving their livelihood avenues and to secure their better working
conditions;

xi. Collaborate with any other body corporate for the purpose of promoting the jute sector
or for promotion and marketing of jute and jute products in India and abroad.

Some of the important promotional schemes and programmes implemented by NJB are as
follows:
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Improved Cultivation and Retting Exercise (ICARE) for jute agriculture.

To introduce scientific packages for jute cultivation and retting exercises for improving
fibre quality and productivity and reducing the cost of jute production, the programme has
been implemented in association with CRIJAF & JCI. Registration of farmers, Supply of
certified seeds, seed driller, nail weeder and CRIJAF Sona, demonstrating usage of
mechanized tools retting exercise etc. are the main activities being implemented under
the programme.

Schemes for Workers' Welfare in the Jute Sector:
a. Sanitation through construction of Sulabh Sauchalay as for jute mill workers.

The scheme aims at workers welfare measure by supporting construction of toilet
blocks for Jute mill workers in the work place and their households.

The concerned Jute mill initially, has to incur expenditure for construction of toilet
blocks. Reimbursement at 90% of the costs subject to a maximum of Rs. 60.00 lakh per
annum on submission of claim and physical verification is considered.

b. Incentive scheme for Girl Children of jute mills/ MSME workers.

As part of Worker’s welfare, NJB provides education support to the girl children of the
workers of Jute MillssMSMEs in the form of incentives @ Rs. 5,000/- on passing out
Secondary Examination and Rs. 10,000/- on Higher Secondary Examination under the
scheme.

Incentive scheme for acquisition of plants and machinery.

To facilitate modernization and upgradation of technology in existing/new jute mills and
JDP units, NJB provides incentive @ 20% to Jute Mill and 30% to JDP - MSME units of the
cost of machinery subject to a maximum of Rs. 2.50 crore per unit during the scheme
period with investment of at least 10% credit linkage from scheduled banks.

Retail Outlet Scheme

To facilitate the Jute entrepreneurs for display and promotion jute diversified products
through retail outlets in Metro cities, State Capitals, Tourist places etc., the scheme has
been implemented.

Reimbursement of expenditure for JDP Showroom for the 1% year is @ 30% of actual
sales, 25% for the 2™ year and 20% for the 3" year, subject to max. reimbursement Rs.
50,000/- per month and one time support for decoration & display i.e. 50% of actual
subjectto max. of Rs. 1.00 lakh/Rs. 50,000/- is provided.

Export Market Development Assistance (EMDA) Scheme.

To facilitate regd. jute exporters for participation in foreign fairs/ BSMs and Trade
delegation for enhancing exports of jute products, the scheme provides reimbursement of
