This in
turn can make way for fine yarn and
thereby production of fancy and
exquisite jute products.

Answering to a question Smt. Smriti
Irani inform that new mechanism of
grading Indian yarn is being tried by
Cotton Corporation of India. We
believe that through such mechanism
Indian yarn. could be become better
than Egipsian Cotton in many
respects. We want Indian textile be
established has a brand of repute in the
world.
