Fast Track Schemes to Support Participation in Fairs and Business Delegations Abroad for Promotion of Exports of Lifestyle and other Diversified Jute Products

EXPORT MARKET DEVELOPMENT SCHEME FOR JDP:

Objectives of the Scheme: 

These scheme aims to provide fast track support to the entrepreneurs and manufacturers for participation in fairs and business delegations abroad for promotion of exports of lifestyle and other diversified jute products with the following objectives:

i. To ensure effective showcasing and visibility of JDPs and life style jute products. 

ii. To ensure participation of small & medium scale entrepreneurs and manufacturers of JDPs and life style jute products for participation in fairs and business delegations abroad.

iii. To provide opportunity to both exhibitors (sellers) and visitors (buyers) to appreciate each others’ needs & capacity on B2B basis.

iv. To negotiate business on mutually agreed terms & conditions.

v. To promote exports of international quality of JDPs and life style jute products through awareness generation and greater visibility.

Strategy:

The targets markets for different segments of JDPs and life style jute products are different. Three different modes of participation is covered:

i. Independent participation by the manufacturer-exporters in established gift fairs and exhibitions for marketing gift items and specialized fairs for products like floor coverings, 

ii. Participation in fairs or exhibitions organized by NATIONAL JUTE BOARD for exploratory markets, where it becomes difficult for a small or new entrepreneur to organize independent participation in fairs and organizational support of NATIONAL JUTE BOARD is necessary for providing an appropriate platform to these entrepreneurs.

iii. Participation in an export promotion activity (BSM) accompanying a business-delegation abroad enabling the participant-exporters to meet the govt. authorities, decision takers and opinion makers-collectively or individually to sell his own concepts & products, in addition to displaying alongside, if arrangement is so there. 

Expected coverage and impact of the Scheme:

In addition to the units (both in organised and informal sector) of the Eastern India, around 100 existing manufacturer – exporters of lifestyle JDP segment of informal sector, concentrated mainly in the States of W.B, Kerala, UP, Tamil Nadu, Delhi, AP & Karnataka, for the products like Bags, Floor coverings, Wall Hangings & Home Textiles/Made Ups will be benefited from the scheme. The proposed scheme is expected to generate enthusiasm to many new enterprises and gradually the number of beneficiaries will increase.

JDP sector’s export should grow from the present level of Rs.300 crore to Rs.500 crore in next 3 years and the number of new entrepreneurs, to 2500. The sale growth in the JDP sector including in the domestic market will generate employment to 225,000.

	Registration with NJB/ EPCs as Manufacturer – Exporter of Jute products. Registration of the participants will be made by NATIONAL JUTE BOARD only after obtaining necessary information about the bonafide of the unit, as a manufacturer-exporter of jute products.

For NATIONAL JUTE BOARD led fairs, delegations and BSMs the intending participant has to apply to NATIONAL JUTE BOARD 

The participants in receipt of any assistance / grant / support under any other schemes of the Govt. of India or any State Govt./Govt organizations against a particular event will not be eligible for support against the same event under this scheme.

	(i) Support will be in the form of re-imbursement only.

(ii) Interested participants will get themselves registered with NATIONAL JUTE BOARD in advance by applying in a format prescribed for the purpose. For NATIONAL JUTE BOARD led fairs, the intending participants have to apply to NATIONAL JUTE BOARD along with participation fee of Rs. 25,000/- for each fair. The intending participants for Delegation / BSM will have to apply to NATIONAL JUTE BOARD along with participation fee of Rs. 10,000/- for each BSM (business meet) to be participated during a visit.

(iii) Interested beneficiaries shall apply, in a format prescribed for the purpose, at least 60 days before event start day for obtaining ‘in principle approval’ (IPA).

(iv) For Delegation / BSM Business consultants and /or professional agency to be engaged for proper execution of each activity. ToR to be drawn on the basis of country of visit – for both participants and consultant / agency 

(v) Beneficiaries to submit activity report, in a format prescribed for the purpose, within 30 days of event completion. 

(vi) Beneficiaries shall apply, in a format prescribed for the purpose, within 30 days from the completion of the event along with supporting documents, in original, for re-imbursement.

(vii) IPA will be issued within 7 days from date of submission of application (subject to receipt of confirmation from the visiting country).

(viii) Claims will be settled within 45 days of submission of the valid claims.
